Over 30 years ago, Falmouth saw a need to create an event that brought our teens
together after the prom to celebrate four years of high school together. This became our
town’s gift to our graduating teens hoping they will come back and raise their families
here in Falmouth and repeat these traditions.

Our town Falmouth has completely embraced Celebrations. All the food is donated,
businesses donate monetarily and with raffle prizes, town meeting members donate
funds as do parents, and over 200 parents and community members volunteer to make
this event possible.

This event has become a tradition that the community embraces. After last year’s tragic
loss of life on prom night, this event is more important than ever. It continues to serve its
purpose unifying our community and keeping our youth safe.

For these reasons, we as the organizers must continue to request funding for such
magical, unforgettable resources of such valuable memories for our teens.
